Types of Natural Languages

1.  Inflectional or fusional languages (Indo-European languages)
In general, all the word classes may change their form according to their functions and
roles in a sentence.

2. Isolating languages (Chinese, Thai, Viethamese, Khmer etc.)
Contrary to inflectional ones, each word keeps its form unchanged regardless of its
function and role in a sentence.

3.  Agglutinative languages
These languages have many kinds of affixes (prefixes and suffixes), and principally, all
the word classes may be extended with them. Consequently, components of a sentence
are not words, but rather “one-word-phrases”.

Japanese language may be classified to the third type of language, and has many kinds of affixes
(mainly suffixes). Furthermore, two word classes of Japanese language have inflection systems
(conjugation), namely verbs and adjectives.

*) Not only genuine Adverbs, but also other word classes may have function as Adverb, especially,
Verbs, Adjectives and Nouns. Japanese language has no “Conjunctives”, but special nouns and
adverbial forms of verbs and adjectives work as “Conjunctives”.
